Write 1-2 thoughtful paragraphs addressing each of the following.

1. Which tier were you assigned to? What were the names of each class member on your tier? List your specific responsibilities on the tier and to the best of your ability list the project responsibilities of each member of your tier.

2. How many hours total do you estimate you spent on this project? How do you think that total compares to the time others on your tier spent?

3. How well did you personally stay within your tier responsibilities? How well did others in the class stay within their tiers?

4. How effective was your Tier leader? (If you were the Tier leader, address the effectiveness of each of your tier members.) 

5. How do you think the members of your tier would rate your contribution to this project?

6. Are there any members of your tier who did not contribute sufficiently or who strayed outside of their assigned responsibilities?

7. What new things did you learn while working on this project? Give specific examples.

8. What aspects of this project caused you the most difficulty? Why?

9. What problems, if any, were you personally unable to solve on this project?

10. What, if anything, do you think should have been done differently on this project overall? 

11. What would you do differently in your specific responsibilities if you could repeat this project?

12. What were your greatest accomplishments and greatest frustrations with this project?

13. What suggestions would you give to improve the design document experience in future semesters?
